Focus on the Writing
Reread pages 6 and 7. What are 3 creative lines in the story? What do you think makes these lines effective? Share your thoughts with a partner and be prepared to share with the class in a discussion.



Creative Writing

Much of the story takes place while the car is standing still and the narrator is trapped and unable to move. The story is mostly descriptive with the narrator trying her best, in her state of delirium, to make sense of the things happening around her. 

For this writing assignment I want you to imagine that you are in one fixed position, and unable (or unwilling) to move. For example, you might be trapped in some way, or perhaps lying still on a beach, or maybe under anesthesia after a surgery. Use your imagination! Use your senses to describe the things around you (sounds, sights, smells, etc). Be descriptive and creative in your use of language. The objective is not to write an entire story (the plot doesn’t matter) but to write a few descriptive paragraphs that focus on language and imagery.
